Content Objective

Subject Area: Math
SOL Objective: 3.3ab – Name, Write and Model Mixed Numbers
Content and Language Objective: Identify mixed numbers on a number line.  
Materials/Resources Needed: Math notebook (notes page), Number Line-Fractions worksheet, interactive math games
Setting the stage
· Review of objectives previously learned (proper fractions on a number line, mixed numbers)
· Provide example of how to label a fraction and a mixed number on a number line 
          Acquisition and Consolidation of Skills
Instructional Practice (I do): Review what a mixed number is, emphasize that the denominator tells how many parts are in the whole and the numerator is the specific part. Review proper fractions on a number line, provide example of how to show 3/8 on number line (Remind students that number lines are another way to represent a fraction or mixed number) Introduce students to mixed numbers on a number line. Students will record examples in their math notebooks. Model identifying a mixed number on a number line. (Number line in fourths) 
Guided Practice (We do): Students will see examples provided for them and will identify a mixed number on a number line. (Question #1 on “Number Lines” worksheet) 
Independent Practice (You do): 
Students will independently complete the rest of “Number Lines-Fractions” worksheet.
Differentiation
Students will create a notes page in their interactive notebooks.

Students will see visuals and models of mixed numbers on a number line. 
During remediation with students who cannot grasp the objective, I will use manipulatives to provide them with more examples.
Math games are differentiated for all students.
Closure

Review of lesson – Number lines are another way of representing a mixed number. 
Students will play math games and I will remediate the struggling students.
