Introductory Activities

	1. Ask students what we have already learned about what makes a “good reader” (making connections, visualizing, etc). 
2. Ask questions to capture their attention, “Sally, why did you wear a pink bow in your hair today?” “Tommy what did you do this weekend, why?” “Why do you think Emily went to go see her grandma on Saturday?” These questions engage the students and allow them to practice who, what, where, when, and how questions. 

3. Tell them about a new strategy that will help them better understand what they are reading. Explain to students that questioning is a very important part of understanding what you are reading. Create a question frame chart for reference. EX. Who are the main characters? What is the main idea? What is the problem?

4. Explain that you are going to read a text and that we will make a chart as a class with columns for before reading, during reading, and after reading. 

5. Start with giving brief introduction to text and modeling how to ask questions. Ask students what questions they have. Record questions on the chart as a class. 
1. Continue to read text, after a few pages, stop and have students ask more questions, record in the column, during reading. 

2. Model questions throughout reading. 

1.  Finish reading text and allow students to ask questions. Record in after reading column on chart. 

2. Conclude modeling by explaining the importance of questioning again.

3. Review questions and answer some as a class, explain that after asking these questions we now have a better understanding of what we read. 

4. Have students split up into reading groups. Using a reading level appropriate text, each group will be given their own question chart to fill out for their new book. 

5. Assess students and check for understanding through student participation and questioning during guided reading and group work. Evaluate student question chard for understanding. 
	6. Listen to the teacher and participate in the group discussion. 
3. Listen to reading and participate by formulating questions about the text. 

6.Continue to contribute to class discussion. 

7. Work in groups to formulate questions about given text and record answers in questions chart handout. 


Differentiation:
1)  How does this lesson accommodate individual learning differences?
