	1. Remind students what we have been learning about in class. Relate back to all the books we have used to study Ancient Egypt.

2. Review the beginning of the selected text as a group with class. 

Students will form groups to discuss and make predictions about the ending of the text. 

1. Introduce text features for narrative format; include plot, characters, setting, problem/conflict, solution, and theme. 
2. Model how to find text features and write examples on the easel pad for later reference. 

3. Ask students about what features they think give them clues to the text. Ask them to think about what might happen next and how these features help you ask questions. 

1. Place students in groups to complete their handouts. Give each group copies of the text. 
2. Give students time to look back through the text and discuss text features they find.

3. Students will be assessed based on the handout and final predictions about the text. 

4. Discuss group predictions and worksheets at the end of class to ensure understanding.
	3. Listen to the teacher and participate in the group discussion. 
1. Listen to teacher read the beginning of the text and participate in discussion. 
1. Read through the text one more time. 
2. Collaborate with group members to complete the handout. 

3.Use what they’ve learned to help them ask questions and make predictions about the text. 

4. Groups will present their predictions in a group discussion at the end of class.
